- Assist Costume Designer in pulling from stock the necessary costume and costume accessory elements
for the production.



- Assist Costume Designer in pulling from stock all fabrics, trims & accessories to be used in the
execution of the costume design.

- Draft or drape original patterns or adapt existing patterns, as needed.

- In coordination with the Costume Designer arrange for fittings of all costumes.

- Attend all costume fittings.

- Prepare costume inventory lists.

- Prepare the dressing rooms prior to first dress rehearsal

- Prioritize and attend to all notes during the dress rehearsal period.

- Make sure all rehearsal costumes and production costumes are properly cleaned and returned to stock.
- Assist Costume Designer in the development of quick-change/dresser tracks for both stage right and
stage left.

- Run a quick-change/dresser track for all performances

- Create and execute laundry schedule

- Repairs and maintenance to all wardrobe assets

- Other duties as assigned by the Costume Designer or Executive Atrtistic Director
